Dear Parents and Carers, 
 
The theme for assemblies this week was ‘Remembrance’. This was leading to yesterday’s 
annual commemoration at the 11th hour of the 11th day of the 11th month. It can be most 
challenging for children of middle school age to be silent for two minutes, but Walkwood 
had an ultimate hush throughout from 11am. Also, we are aware that pupils may need as-
sistance in connecting with what to be thinking during the two minutes. Therefore, we use 
PowerPoint to help the pupils focus. 

 
The presentation during the two minutes silence begins with The Last Post, the traditional 
final salute to the fallen, played by a bugler in honour of the memory of the soldiers lost in 

battle. There then follows images of participants of conflicts, in-
cluding the roles of women and soldiers from countries in what 
is now the Commonwealth of Nations. The end of the silence is signalled by 
Reveille, which was used to wake military personnel at the start of the day. It 
also has Christian significance of the rising of those who have passed away 
into their heavenly life. The national service at The Cenotaph in Whitehall, 

London, will be this coming Sunday.

New household account feature for parents reporting test results 

 

NHS Test and Trace are continuing to develop and improve the process for self-test reporting. Currently, if a 
parent is submitting results through their account on behalf of a child, they have to enter the child’s details 
every time they report a result.  

As a result of feedback from parents, NHS Test and Trace have introduced household accounts. This allows 
parents to save their children’s details to their own user accounts so parents can report results for multiple 
members in the household more quickly and easily.  

When reporting self-test results parents will now be offered the opportunity to create a household account, 
which should take no more than 2 minutes. Parents can then add all household members to their account, 
enabling them to save time when reporting all future self-test results.
