Dear Parents and Carers, 
 

This morning has seen Y7 depart for their weekend stay in North Yorkshire, while Year 5 has left for the Brecon 
Beacons. We hope the weather holds for both these destinations, and that the children have an enjoyable time, 
as well as getting some sleep! This afternoon sees Year 8 arrive back from their days in London.  

 
This week has seen our Arts Days. Year 5 have been focused on Africa. They have experienced African 
drumming, as well as African dance. They have also done some creative writing about the 
Maasai Tribes who live in southern Kenya and northern Tanzania. The Maasai have a popu-
lation of about 1 million. They speak a Nilo-Saharan language called Maa. Finally, they had 
the challenge of putting together a zebra mask.  
 
Year 6 have tried to create some Aboriginal art using ‘Dot and Rarrk’, the former being where lots of 
dots are around boarders and patterns of dots, while the latter has lots of patterns that fill spaces 
instead of dots . They too had a creative writing task, this time focused on Aboriginal Australia. Given 
the unique biodiversity of that large island continent, the pupils considered the animals that live 
there. 

 
It is to South America that Year 7 have been taken during the Arts Days, but not literally of 
course. Caliche and South American dance have been among the activities , as well as creating 
some shakers that would compliment such music. Aztec sundials and totems were also used, 
and the animal of consideration was the llama.  

 
Finally Year 8 has continued their Humanities work by looking further at China, including the creation of 
Chinese lanterns and considered how colour psychology can relate to zodiac symbols.

         Pupils make good progress   
         during their time at school. A well-taught and  

         broad curriculum ensures that most pupils  

         work at or above age-related expectations. 

    

        That is one of the sentences in the Ofsted report for our 

        school. Behind it is something rather brave - here at Walk

        wood we do train pupils to complete their SATs, but rather 

        we look for them to have a wide range of subjects through

        out their time with us. 

 

Of course, that does not mean we ignore SATs. We prepare pupils through their English and Mathemat-

ics lessons, and change only a few times in order to ensure pupils do not get stressed. The children have 

other subjects that use different skills, so they have variety during the day. This is a benefit from a mid-

dle school that has its pupils moving around the building. 

 

In the coming weeks, pupils in all years will take some assessments. These are matched against other 

pupils of the same year group across the country. The tests allow us to know how much progress that 

our pupils are making. 

 

It is because of these assessments that we know that around 85% of Walkwood pupils leave our school 

working at standards that are above their age in English and Mathematics.  

 

Please remember that it is not just about ‘the results’ for pupils. Even at GCSE and above, it is about how 

students think, behave and respond. Ofsted said: 

“Many teachers balance the development of pupils’ subject knowledge, skills for learn-

ing and positive attitudes very skilfully. They blend the lesson objectives with the devel-

opment of ‘superhero learning traits’ and promote pupils’ understanding of the ‘fruits 

of faith’.” 

 

They finished by saying:  

“During their time at school, pupils develop into confident, hardworking and articulate 

pupils. They acquire good social skills, develop tolerance of others and are resilient.”
